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Crabtree Farm Primary School have chosen to adopt the template set out by the 

Department for Education. 

This template is designed to help school leaders share relevant information with pupils and 

parents or carers about how they will provide remote education. The information should be 

published on the school website to support understanding of what pupils, parents and 

carers should expect during periods of school closure or pupil isolation relating to 

coronavirus (COVID-19). 

 

Remote education provision: information for parents 

This information is intended to provide clarity and transparency to pupils and parents or 

carers about what to expect from remote education where national or local restrictions 

require entire cohorts (or bubbles) to remain at home. 

For details of what to expect where individual pupils are self-isolating, please see the final 

section of this page. 

 

The remote curriculum: what is taught to pupils at home 

A pupil’s first day or two of being educated remotely might look different from our standard 

approach, while we take all necessary actions to prepare for a longer period of remote 

teaching. 

 
What should my child expect from immediate remote education in the 
first day or two of pupils being sent home? 
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Children will be set online tasks on the online learning platforms Reading Eggs, TT 

Rockstars, Mathletics Spelling Frame and Education City; logins and passwords for 

these can be found in your child’s reading diary. These can be completed in the first 

coupe of days while work packs are created. Your child can also continue to complete 

reading as normal. 

Children will then receive work pack, which will last a week. The pack will contain a 

detailed timetable of lessons in all subjects so that children receive a broad and 

balanced curriculum, appropriate to their age and stage of development. Any 

worksheets will be included in the pack and placed in order of completion, as detailed in 

the timetable. Where a child is required to access an online element to support the 

learning, the details will be included on the timetable – which will also be available on 

the school website with the hyperlink to click and follow.  
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Following the first few days of remote education, will my child be taught 

broadly the same curriculum as they would if they were in school? 

 

Remote teaching and study time each day 
 
How long can I expect work set by the school to take my child each 
day? 

We expect that remote education (including remote teaching and independent work) will 

take pupils broadly the following number of hours each day: 

Nursery 90 minutes a day 

This will be a broad and balanced curriculum over the week. There will 
always be short daily maths and phonics sessions, along with practical 
hands on activities for children to complete with parents/carers. 

Reception and 
Key Stage 1 

3 hours a day 

This will be a broad and balanced curriculum over the week. There will 
always be a daily maths, English and phonics session. 

Key Stage 2 4 hours a day 

This will be a broad and balanced curriculum over the week. There will 
always be a daily maths and English session 

 

Accessing remote education 
 
How will my child access any online remote education you are 
providing? 

 

We teach the same curriculum remotely as we do in school wherever possible and 

appropriate. However, we will need to make some adaptations in some subjects.  

All children have logins and passwords in their reading diaries for the online learning 

platforms on which the school will set specific tasks (as we do in term time). 

 

Within the learning work packs where a child is required to access an online element 

to support the learning, the details will be included on the timetable – which will also be 

available on the school website with the hyperlink to click and follow. 
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If my child does not have digital or online access at home, how will you 

support them to access remote education? 

We recognise that some pupils may not have suitable online access at home. We take the 

following approaches to support those pupils to access remote education: 

 

How will my child be taught remotely? 

We use a combination of the following approaches to teach pupils remotely: 

Our remote learning offer is predominately paper based through learning work packs. 
 

During our weekly welfare and learning feedback phone calls we will check that 

children have a device and internet access that allows them to access the online 

elements of our remote learning offer. Where a child does not have an appropriate 

device, the school have a bank of laptops available to loan and SIM cards with data for 

internet access which can be provided. These are all free of charge. 

 

Close monitoring of work completed in work packs and on online learning platforms 

will also highlight any children who may be struggling with access to on online 

elements. These families will be offered appropriate support or devices to loan. 

 

Our remote teaching approaches include: 

 Printed work pack, which will last a week. The pack will contain a detailed 

timetable of lessons in all subjects so that children receive a broad and 

balanced curriculum, appropriate to their age and stage of development. Any 

worksheets will be included in the pack and placed in order of completion, as 

detailed in the timetable. (Work packs will be delivered on a Friday, with the 

weeks completed work pack collected at the same time) 

 Children will be set online tasks on the online learning platforms Reading Eggs, 

TT Rockstars, Mathletics Spelling Frame and Education City; logins and 

passwords for these can be found in your child’s reading diary.   

 Links to 3rd party online resources or video clips e.g. White Rose Maths, Little 

Wandle phonics, Real PE, Nottingham Music Hub, You Tube, BBC bitesize, 

Oakwood Academy. Where a child is required to access an online element to 

support the learning, the details will be included on the timetable – which will 

also be available on the school website with the hyperlink to click and follow. 

 Home reading – your child will continue to read at home and have their book 

changed regularly. 

 Phone calls from teaching staff to explain or support children and 

parents/carers in understanding a particular concept. 
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Engagement and feedback 

 
What are your expectations for my child’s engagement and the support 
that we as parents and carers should provide at home? 

 

How will you check whether my child is engaging with their work 
and how will I be informed if there are concerns? 

 

 We expect all children at home to engage with remote education.

 In the child’s work pack, there is a clear timetable set out. We suggest children 
follow this in the order it is set each day, to ensure children are following the 
sequence of lessons building on what is being learnt day by day. The lessons 
have been carefully planned by your child’s teacher to ensure a broad and 
balanced curriculum is still covered. 

 We expect parents/carers to support us in this by setting routines to support your 
child’s education in a way and time which suits you; as we understand how 
difficult it is to juggle any working from home or supporting multiple children of 
differing ages in the home.

 You and your child will receive a weekly welfare and learning feedback phone 
call, where we will speak to the child and parent/carer. This is an opportunity to 
discuss any concerns with any aspect of the remote learning offer and staff will 
be happy to support any parent/carer with the learning.

 Every Friday staff from school will deliver your child’s learning pack for the next 
week and collect the completed learning pack for the current week. Please 
ensure you make the effort to be home for the work pack delivery/collection. If it 
is not convenient another date can be arranged. This is also a further opportunity 
to discuss any difficulties with the remote learning offer.

In this section, please set out briefly: 

 Completed work packs are collected on a Friday. These are marked at school at 
the start of the following week. Feedback phone calls are then made to every 
child and their parent/carer.  

 Teachers keep an ongoing log of who is accessing tasks set on our online 
learning platforms e.g. Reading Eggs and Mathletics.  

 Engagement in remote learning is logged on a whole school remote learning grid, 
which is monitored by senior leaders. 

 If children are not engaging then we will contact home to find out why. The 
teacher will ring to speak to both parents/carers and children to see what further 
support is required. If further non engagement continues a member of the 
Senior Leadership Team will contact home to discuss further.

 If contact is not made with any child and their parents/carers each week, this 
will be deemed a safeguarding concern and followed up by a member of our 
safeguarding team.
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How will you assess my child’s work and progress? 

Feedback can take many forms and may not always mean extensive written comments for 

individual children. For example, whole-class feedback or quizzes marked automatically 

via digital platforms are also valid and effective methods, amongst many others. Our 

approach to feeding back on pupil work is as follows: 

 

Additional support for pupils with particular needs 
 
How will you work with me to help my child who needs additional 
support from adults at home to access remote education? 

We recognise that some pupils, for example some pupils with special educational needs 

and disabilities (SEND), may not be able to access remote education without support from 

adults at home. We acknowledge the difficulties this may place on families, and we will 

work with parents and carers to support those pupils in the following ways: 

 

 

Remote education for self-isolating pupils 

Where individual pupils need to self-isolate but the majority of their peer group remains in 

school, how remote education is provided will likely differ from the approach for whole 

 Teachers plan lessons using differentiation and adaptations to best match your 
child’s ability and this will be reflected in the work pack and the expectations 
given by each teacher. If you have a child with SEND who are struggling with the 
home learning offer, then please contact Mrs Andrews (SENCO) via the school 
office who will be happy to support you. 

 For some children and especially our younger children then remote learning at a 
computer or completing formal written tasks may not always be appropriate. In 
these cases teachers will timetable practical hands on tasks or activities that 
parents/carers may like to do with their child. The packs sent home may contain 
more appropriate resources that they can play with. 

 Completed work packs are collected on a Friday. These are marked at school at 
the start of the following week. Teachers will complete marking and feedback logs 
for all children to ensure progress. Feedback phone calls are then made to every 
child and their parent/carer.  

 Teachers keep an ongoing log of who is accessing tasks set on our online 
learning platforms e.g. Reading Eggs and Mathletics, and how well they 
understand/complete the task. 

 Teachers will use their ongoing assessment of completed remote learning and 
feedback phone calls to ensure the next sets of work packs respond to any 
identified learning needs or misconceptions. 
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groups. This is due to the challenges of teaching pupils both at home and in school. 

 
If my child is not in school because they are self-isolating, how will their 
remote education differ from the approaches described above? 
 

 

 

Providing the individual is well enough, any children who are self-isolating will follow the 

same remote education offer as above whilst school is not reopen fully.  

If your child needs to self-isolate for more than 3 days when school is fully open then 

providing they are well enough, they will be provided with a work pack to complete, which 

will mirror what is being taught in school. In the first 3 days they will be set tasks on the 

online learning platforms. 

If your child is self isolating because the whole bubble has had to close, then the offer 

will operate in the same way as during lockdown, as detailed above.
